III. God knows and he will judge
A. God knows (Jer. 16:17; Heb. 4:13; Psa. 90:8; Jer. 23:23-24)
1. He searches our hearts (Jer. 17:10; 1st Chron. 28:9; Jer. 11:20; Psa. 7:9)
2. He knows our thoughts and intentions (Gen. 6:5; Eze. 11:5)
3. False notion that God does not see (Psa. 94:7-11; Eze. 8:12; Isa. 29:13-16)
B. God will judge (Ecc. 12:13-14; Amos 9:1-4; Rom. 2:16)
1. False notion that God will not judge (Zeph. 1:12; Psa. 10:11-15)
IV. Confess and repent; don’t try to hide
A. Guilt brings misery, but forgiveness brings blessedness (Psa. 32)
B. Denial is dangerous (1st John 1:8-10)
C. If we confess and repent, we find mercy (Prov. 28:13)
